Hotel and Catering industry has lot of potential of energy saving, therefore, it has been decided to target this sector and bring awareness about energy saving potential in India. A beginning has already been made and some studies in this sector have also been carried out. Since the users views and feedback from the actual specialists working in this sector would be very important to identify the potential of energy saving and barriers, if any. This will help in setting up right direction towards the objectives of proposed energy campaign. Therefore, we are inviting Indian industry specialists to submit their technical papers on the following three topics separately. Each topic has separate prize. The selected best paper writers will be invited to present their paper in the proposed conference / workshop to be conducted on 28-29 May 2009 at New Delhi.  

This conference / workshop forum will provide the opportunity to bring together various stakeholders to the Feasibility Study for the Energy Campaign for Hotel and Catering Industry in India. Interactions with stakeholders shall put into context the energy efficient issues in the hospitality sector in India. 

Participants will engage in discussions to the above feasibility study and this study shall conclude by the end of the year 2009. Thereafter, the implementation of energy efficient measures in Indian Hospitality industry would be in place. 

The forum shall discuss several core issues in the workshop and would like to take pleasure in inviting you / your organization to share your views by submitting technical papers on the following: 

Topic 1:
Existing know-how, available technologies on energy efficiency for the hospitality sector

Possible content:

· Brief on available energy efficient technologies for the hospitality sector being either currently implemented or technologies proposed to be implemented. Barriers faced by hospitality industry in adaptation of these technologies. 

· Best practices implemented in the Indian hospitality sectors in terms of energy efficiency and conservation measures.

· Brief the experiences of setting up and implementing EE measures, the challenges and constraints and possible ways to overcome it.

· What are the various ways to bring awareness of energy conservation in hospitality sector?

Topic 2:
E-HotCat’s financial setup: Possibility in raising funds by a CDM bundle project of all EE measures in the campaign 
Possible content:

· Look into the possibilities of bundling E-HotCats EE measures as a Clean Development Mechanism (CDM) project 

· Discuss on the elements and requirements of the setup of the campaign needed to achieve and obtain Green House Gas (GHG) reduction credits. 

· Analysis on a feasible financial setup for a nationwide energy campaign with regards to the involved stakeholders and organisation, adapted to the acceptability in the Indian context. 

Topic 3:
Standard, certification and labels for the hotel and catering industry in India
Possible content:

· Elaborate on the currently available international and national standards, certification and labels of the tourism industry (for example LEED, Green Seal, European Eco Label, IBLF, etc…) that is most common and likely to be adapted to the Indian hospitality context for energy efficiency.  

· Analyse on the possible adaptation and ways of integration on the setting up of such certification standards for the hotel and catering industry in India. 

· Share on the experience faced concerning these certificates and labels in terms of energy efficiency, for example the organisations that certify and issue these labels, the eligibility of hotels applying for these certificates, what kind of certificates and labels are available to the which hospitality facility, etc... 
The “possible content” is of our suggestion and we would very welcome further relevant content and suggestions that you wish to conduct within the respective topics. 

Each workshop session has a period of 45 minutes. Your role in the workshop would be to have a presentation on the respective topic, and then opening the floor to participants to further contribute and comment on the topic. By gathering all the inputs from the participants, a post-workshop report on your respective topic would be produced. 
Selected personnel for each of the topics will be awarded INR 25,000, where up to INR 7,500 of this will be for travel costs* to the conference and another INR 7,500 for the accommodation**. The remaining INR 10,000 shall be for the incentive of presenting your paper in the conference and producing a post workshop report.
