	As per Clause 2.6, the `Expectations’ from the Independent Agency for Monitoring and Evaluation (IAME) have been spelt out very clearly.  However, the same have not been quantified for the purpose of estimation of efforts.  


	The IAME is expected to be retained by BEE for the period of 2 years. It is expected to act as a Consultant of the Bureau to conduct various activities listed out in EOI document.  Any cost, apart from providing consultancy services, are outside the scope of retainer- ship.

	For the purpose of submission of Price Bid, you have not provided any Format.  The problem gets compounded in view of the constraint as stated in 1 above.  Under the circumstances, we feel that it would not be possible to furnish a Competitive Bid.
	As mentioned above, the price is to be quoted for consultancy work only and therefore, no form has been prescribed for the same.  All other costs like transportation, testing etc are outside the scope of retainer ship.  Thus, there is no requirement to prescribe a format for consultancy services based on mandays only.

	As per the tender document form I & II is to be submitted by IAME.  The format of Data to be submitted by manufacturer may please be indicated.
	Form I & II have been prescribed in para 5 of the EOI document titled `EOI Forms’.

	Clause 2.6 b)
	IAME should know the umber of products in terms of number of models and vendors to be monitored so that job evaluation & costing can be assessed.
	As given in the advertisement of para 1.1 of EOI, the IAME will be engaged by BEE for the period of 2 years on a retainer-ship basis.   IAME is, therefore, expected to provide adequate and trained man-power support only to undertake activities mentioned therein.  The broad outlines of the programme are detailed in the EOI.

	Total number of retail outlets with number of model & number of manufacturers is required to assess the staff requirement for picking up the samples and submitting our quotation.
	As already mentioned in the EOI documents, the outlets will be selected by BEE in such a manner to ensure coverage of all models of all manufactures.  IAME is expected to assist BEE in this endeavour.  

	Clause 2.6 d (I)
	Whether one sample is to be picked up or multiple samples have to be picked up as per IS sampling plan for a specified model/specified manufacturer, needs to be clarified
	The sampling will be done as per the ISI sampling plan indicated in the EOI.

	Clause 2.6 d (II)
	Who will bear the cost of following may please be elaborated :

a) Cost of testing in the laboratory (to be paid to laboratory)

b) Cost of transportation from retail outlet to the laboratory.

c) Cost of insurance for the product during transportation & testing

d) Cost of product/sample to be tested (e.g. the cost of the sampled  air conditioner / florescent light / refrigerator
	The cost of testing, transportation, insurance and product etc. is expected to be borne by parties other then IAME.
