4. Candidate is permitted to enter the examination hall 15 minutes before the examination is due to commence.   No candidate will be admitted after 30 minutes of commencement of the examination and no candidate will be permitted to leave the examination hall before 30 minutes after the commencement of the examination.    

5. Candidate is required to write Name,  Regn. No.,  Paper No. &  Subject and Date of Examination in the space provided on the cover page of the answer book and the OMR answer sheet.  If these details are not correctly filled-in, the answer book is liable to be rejected.

6. Name and Regn. No. of the candidate must not appear anywhere, excepting in space provided on the front page of Answer Book, OMR Answer Sheet and Additional Book.

7. Candidate is required to write Name & Regn.No. on the Question Papers and should not write anything else on the question paper.  Also should not exchange with others.

8. All rough work should be done in the answer book only.

9. The handwriting should be distinct and legible.

2. Mark should be dark and fill the oval completely. 

3. Darken only one oval for each question as shown in the example below.

4. Make the marks only in the spaces provided. Please do not make any stray marks on the answer sheet. 

5. If there is more than one answer for the same question, it will be treated as invalid.

6. Rough work must not be done on the OMR answer booklet. 

7. Mark your answer only in the appropriate oval against the corresponding number to the question you are answering for each section. 

Section – I: Objective Type Questions (in for Paper – 1, 2 & 3)

Section I in paper – 1, 2 & 3 of the examination will contain 50 multiple choice objective type questions. The candidate will indicate his/her response to the question by darkening the appropriate oval completely. For example Question No. 2 in SECTION-I reads as follows:

The correct response to this question is c) coal. The candidate will locate Question No. 2 in the answer sheet and darken the oval/square-c as shown below:
