o The 1st, 2nd & 3rd prize winners at State/UT level during the
last two years (2009 & 2010) are not eligible to participate in this
year Competition but the consolation prize winners of State
Level are eligible fo participate but they would be considered for
prizes only if they secure 1st/2nd/ 3rd position.

e Use of Collage/Patchwork is not permitted in the paintings at all
levels of competition.

o Names of the schools who have recorded 100% participation in
the 4th, 5th and 6th standard (as applicable) will be published in
the Painting Competition booklet prepared by BEE.

o Two paintings selected at School Level, sketched paintings at
State/UT Level and National Level would be the sole property of
BEE, which will have the right to use it for any purpose it
consider appropriate.

1st, 2nd and 3rd prize winners of the each State/ UT will be invited
fo Delhi to participate in “National Level Competition” to be held
on 12th December, 2011.

Boarding & Lodging, to & fro sleeper class / AC chair car / 3" AC rail-fare or
state roadways bus fare by the shortest route for each participant and two
guardians will be reimbursed. In addition, each participating student will be
paid a sum of Rs. 1000/- as incidentals and given a Participation Certificate.

National Level winners will be awarded cash prizes by the Chief Guest on
the “National Energy Conservation Day Function” to be held in Delhi
on 14th December, 2011,
